KROOKED 8-BALL POOL LEAGUE RULES (2011-2012)		
		
												
1	Starting time is 7:45 P.M. and no later than 8:00 unless notified in advance by visiting team.
2	A team can't change players after their game is started, that player must finish the night.
3	A team can play with 5 players two weeks in a row, the third week they must have 6 players, if they don't have six players they can shoot with 4 players, but must forfeit 3 games.
4	Call Monday night, no later than 10:00 if you can't shoot on Tuesday or would like the starting time to be later.
5	Partners playing can discuss the next shot; no one else can give advice.
6	A forfeit is counted as 9-0. In case of emergency, call and it can be discussed: a make-up game must be played within one week. The secretary should be called if there is not a game being played.
7	Only the players may rack the balls.
8	On the break, if you make the 8-ball without scratching you win; if you scratch you lose.
9	If more than one ball is made on the break and you scratch, the next player has choice of balls.
10	If upon breaking, the breaker makes two balls, one solid and one stripe, he has choice of either one but he has to make his next shot. If he misses, the opponent has choice, but he also has to make the shot.
11	Any ball touched or moved while making a shot, you will forfeit your shot, but one of the opponents shooting must call it.			
12	The cue ball or any other ball touching the kitchen line is considered in the kitchen.
13	The whole cue ball has to be behind the kitchen line for breaking or on a shot after a scratch.
14	All 8-ball shots must be called.
15	The opposing team breaks first, and then you alternate.
16	Sponsors are responsible for keeping score sheets.
17	No jump or masse' shots will be allowed.
18	The scores are to be called in by Tuesday; 11:00p.m. on the night of shooting or else a $5.00 fine will be given. 
19	A $50.00 fine for any team not having a sponsor or representative at a meeting will be imposed. The sponsor will pay the fine with $15.00 going to the league and $35.00 going to the bar where the meeting was held.
20	A player can move the cue ball with his stick during the break.
21	Each player must pay $5.00 each night. The home bar gets $4.50 for the pool table and $55.50 goes to league. Home team money is to be paid to the secretary at the mid-season meeting and at the end of the year.
22	The Krooked 8-ball league is considered a “mixed league" by allowing both women and men to shoot.
23	Once a person shoots for one team he can't switch to another team during the season.
24	All persons shooting must be of legal drinking age or 18 and must have a parent present. Also, that player must leave when the parent leaves.
25	The team captain must inform the bartender prior to the start f the games if there is a minor on their team. 
	Failure to notify the bartender will result in a 9 game forfeit.
26	The home team calling in the score must inform the secretary if and which teams had 5 or 6 players.
27	The League is considered "semi-slop" A player must distinctly point at the intended pocket on a questionable shot and on every 8-ball.
28	A crotch shot will be considered a no hit and the shooter will lose his shot.
29	You have the option of spotting the 8-ball, if the opponent scratches and you are on the 8-ball and it is in the kitchen.			
30	All league checks must be issued in the name of the sponsor and the team captain. Both must sign in order to cash each check. The money is for the team players to spend at their own discretion and not for the sponsors to keep.
31	Money collected for homes games but be turned in at the mid season meeting, if it is not turned in at the meeting, that teams games with be forfeited until the sec/treasurer receives the money
32	All money must be turned in at mid season meeting and the end of the year including forfeits, fines, and any other money owed to the league.
33	Courtesy drinks for bar owners for the night of shooting will be $30.00 for 12 drink tickets
